-Seleccionar a informacion que necesite, a partir dun contexto falado mais
amplo, con suficiente precision para a sua posterior utilizacion.

-Participar con plena efectividade en calquera conversacion de caracter xeral,
asi como no ambito da sua actividade profesional, e expor 0s seus puntos de
vista e opinions con fluidez e matizacion suficientes.

-Comprender a informacion contida en anuncios publicos, avisos,
formularios, follas de instruccions, etc.

-Comprender artigos de prensa non especializados, dirixidos ao leitor medio.
